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Innovation meets video poker 
I’ve been playing video poker for almost fifteen years, so I’ve seen 

every idea that game developers have put out there. There have been 
hits and misses along the way, and I consider Quick Quads Poker™ to 
be a hit.

I find Quick Quads Poker™ innovative and exciting. You get four-of-
a-kinds more often (offset by the 6-coin-per-line bet), and the quads are 
paired with catchy “Quick Quads” sound effects.  

This game has an add-’em-up feature in which you are paid for a 
four-of-a-kind when you have a three-of-a-kind plus two other cards 
adding up to the rank of the trips. For example, a 3332A gets paid as 
four 3s (2+A=3, hence a “Quick Quad”), and a 99954 gets paid as four 
9s. This feature requires a different kind of strategy, and players will enjoy 
playing the cards they would normally throw away. 

Quick Quads Poker™ will over-hold because the strategy is so 
different from regular video poker. For example, in a Quick Quads 
Poker™ game, the three-card straight flushes ‘A24’ and ‘A34’ don’t 
have the same worth. In Double Double Bonus Poker®, players should 
hold a 22A but not a 442. And in all games, a 6664 is more valuable 
than a 6663. For this reason, a casino whose typical video poker game 
is set at about the 99 percent level can profitably set Quick Quads 
Poker™ to the 99.5 percent level. 

While game play and strategy are definite departures from traditional 
video poker, players will quickly learn to love Quick Quads Poker™ just 
as much as I do.
